MINUTES OF THE AOFS EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE
DATE: Thursday, 2 November 2006: 1600 – 1730 hrs

VENUE: Petai Room, The Emerald Hotel, Bangkok, Thailand
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1. Endorsement of Minutes of Executive Member Meeting, Mumbai 2004

Prof. Prakash Kothari, President of AOFS welcomed the members present. Minutes of the previous meetings were approved by the general assembly. 
2. Matters arising from the last minutes

Four committees, 1) By laws committee (Prof. ML Ng & Prof. Hatano), 2) Fund raising committee (Prof. Peicheng Hu), 3) Membership committee (Dr. Govind Gupta), and 4) Scientific committee (Dr. B Srilatha) have been formed and are on-going with their respective activities. Prof Adaikan remarked that in line with the International Society for Sexual Medicine (ISSM) and World Association for Sexual Health (WAS), the subcommittees have important duties in the interest of the members in the Asian region. 

3. President’s Report

Prof. Prakash Kothari thanked the organizing committee of 9th AOFS for their excellent effort towards the success of the 9th Asia Oceania congress in Bangkok. He appreciated the tireless work put in by Dr. Veropol Chandeying in making this meeting a reality.

4. Treasurer’s Report
Prof. ML Ng reported on the financial balance from 1 January 2005 to 31 October 2006 with the surplus in US$ as 5,728.58 and in HK$ as 6,576.29 (details in Annex 1 circulated to the EC). The main income to the society consisted of membership fee, interest on bank account and some donations from kind members who wished to remain anonymous. The expenditure included running cost of the society, postage and auditors’ fee. An impetus will be given to the membership drive in the next two years.    
5. The 9th Asia Oceania Congress of Sexology, 2006, Bangkok, Thailand

Dr. Chavalit Mangkalaviraj presented a summary of the ongoing meeting in Bangkok, Thailand from 1-4 November 2006, at the Emerald Hotel. The congress is jointly hosted by 1) Consortium of Thai Training Institutes for STDs and AIDS (COTTISA); 2) Department of Mental Health, Ministry of Public Health; 3) Department of Health, Ministry of Public Health; and 4) Department of Obstetrics and Gynecology, Faculty of Medicine, Prince of Songkla University, Hat Yai, Thailand.

The congress focused on the theme as "Sexuality – No East No West". The scientific sessions included 12 plenary lectures, 6 symposia, 26 oral presentations and 8 posters with 2 well-attended pre-congress workshops. The participants included more than 150 delegates in addition to chairs and speakers from at least 29 countries. 
6. The 10th Asia Oceania Congress of Sexology, 2008, Beijing, China
Prof. Peicheng Hu reported that the 10th congress of AOFS will be held during 16-20 October 2008 (best season in Beijing) at the Beijing International Conference Centre, Beijing, China. The theme of the meeting is “Sexual Health and Harmony” and the congress will be supported by the Chinese Sexology Association and the relevant ministries in China. Prof. Hu mentioned that a website is being formed and he welcomed inquiries and abstracts. 7. The 11th Asia Oceania Congress of Sexology, 2010
Prof Prakash Kothari invited bids for the 11th AOFS meeting. The executive committee unanimously accepted the bid by Prof. Arif Adimoelja to hold the meeting in Indonesia. The congress will be held in Bali in 2010. Prof. Adaikan remarked that the congress will be held for the first time in Indonesia, a country with 200 million people.  
8. Proposal for the new president, officer bearers, council members, and executive members

The proposal of new president, officer bearers, council members and executive members presented by Dr. Prakash Kothari (appended in Annex 2) was approved by the members present.  

9. Any other business

With due support from members from the floor, Dr. Margaret Redelman announced the forthcoming World Meeting of WAS in Sydney, She also promised a table space for the AOFS publicity and membership drive at the meeting in April 2007. 

Dr. Eusebio Rubio-Aurioles, President of World Association for Sexual Health proposed the conceptual framework of “shared membership” or “integrated membership” between AOFS and WAS (along the lines of ISSM). This includes AOFS together with the Latin American, North American, European and African societies under the umbrella of WAS. The presidents of these federations will have a seat in the advisory but cannot vote during elections. The regional societies will strengthen the world body (WAS), at the same time retain their independent functioning. In principle, the executive committee of AOFS accepted his proposal and the details will be sorted out in the near future. 
Prof. Adaikan wished that more members will join the AOFS, particularly those from hither to unrepresented Asian countries like Afghanistan, Cambodia, Mongolia and Sri Lanka.  
On a concluding note, Prof Prakash Kothari thanked all members present and the meeting ended at 1730hrs.          
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
